3rd Quarter: Arguments to support claims with clear reasons and relevant evidence; conventions; spiral quarters 1-2 standards


4th Quarter: Research to answer a question (including a self-generated question); narratives; informative; argumentative; conventions; spiral of all Essential Standards

Classroom Procedures:


1. Enter the room only if an adult is inside or near the door. YOU WILL NOT BE ABLE TO GO TO YOUR LOCKER DURING CLASS SO BE PREPARED!!!


2. When entering the room: do so quietly and politely.


3. Pencils should be sharpened before the bell or within the first 5 minutes of class.


4. You will immediately sit quietly in assigned seat and begin bell work. Bell work will be posted on the board daily and is to be completed in your classroom journal in the bellwork section.


5. You are to copy down the date and number the page.  Answer the question or writing prompt to the best of your ability in complete sentences. 


6. When finished with the bell work, put pencil down and read silently or review notes from the previous lesson.


7. If you were absent the day before make sure to follow “absent procedures.”


Dismissal Procedures/Class Change:


You will be dismissed by the teacher, not the bell. You will not be dismissed until all desks are pushed in and your area is clean.


Class Incentives:


You will receive tickets for good behavior and thoughtful responses.  You must keep up with these tickets. Write your first and last name on the backside of each ticket with ink of some kind. At the end of every 9 weeks, students will be allowed to cash in their tickets for prizes or HOUSE points. Each ticket is worth 5 house points. House points may also be won without tickets being issued. There will also be HOUSE incentives. Each HOUSE will also have a chance to compete with one another during different class activities for house points.
